1. Statement of the Problem and Rationale - One page that clearly summarizes the significance, objectives,
and methodology of the proposed research project.

2. Budget Justification - Provide a categorical and itemized description of the proposed costs,and a short
justification of each of the requested budget. Budgets are capped at $5,000. Exceeding budgets will not be
considered.

3. Project authentication letter - from the project/internship supervisor confirming your acceptance to the
position or approval of the project and the necessity of the requested funds to successfully carry out the

project, as well as their relevance.
